
When you click on a link from SA-CD.net you’ll typically arrive at a page that looks like

this. If the disc is of Japanese origin, most of the title details will be in Japanese.

Click on “Would you like to see this page in English? Click here.”



This won’t change the title details if it’s a JSACD, but at least now the buttons will be in

English.



When you add the item to your cart/basket you’ll arrive here.

Click on “Proceed to Checkout” when you’ve got all the items you want in your

cart/basket. It doesn’t matter if you’ve got multiple windows open … it will add them to

the same cart/basket.



Next it will prompt you for your email address, either for a new account or an existing

one.

Click on “Would you like to see this page in English? Click here.” Again.



Enter your email address and Sign in.



If you’re a new customer it will prompt you for your shipping address.

Click on “International (outside of Japan)” if your address is outside of Japan.



Now you’ll get a form where you can select your country.

Everything from here on should be pretty obvious.



If you want to convert from Japanese Yen to your own currency you can use this online

calculator:

Remember to deduct the 5% local tax. This will be done automatically when you enter an

address outside of Japan. The reduced amount will appear on the payment page.

Amazon.co.jp uses DHL for international shipping. You’ll get a tracking id to track your

shipment. Below are their current rates. Because of the “per shipment” charge it makes

sense to order a number of items at the same time.
